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General anaesthetics:
Risks and side effects

Everyone is different and it is not possible to know who will experience a side effect or risk. Some are more likely

in people who have existing health conditions or need certain operations.

The numbers below are averages from research studies. The people in the studies usually had routine surgery,
were a healthy weight and did not have specific health conditions.

About 1in every 100,000 said that they felt some pain

Lost their sight (went blind) 1did 99,999 did not
due to pressure or blood clofts affecting the optic nerve.

Died from complications of surgery 14 did 99,986 did not
Died due to cardiac arrest during or just after surgery 1did 99,999 did not
Died due to the anaesthetic 1did 99,999 did not

This risk varies greatly. For example, it is higher for certain surgeries,
or if people were frail, older or had certain health conditions.
